Since the start, L'Epée 1839 has been at the forefront of horology and clockmaking, perpetuating a
guest to innovate and to challenge everything. Founded in 1839 by Auguste L'Epée, L'Epée 1839
quickly established a reputation for excellence, with all parts meticulously crafted by hand.

The company strikes the perfect chord by blending its rich heritage and horological knowledge
with creative designs. By combining traditional craftsmanship with advanced engineering, L'Epée
1839, much like the legendary race cars that inspired this creation, is on an endless quest to push
the boundaries of creativity and engineering. Driven by its in-house expertise, L'Epée 1839 presents
a diverse collection of extraordinary kinetic masterpieces.

From 1850 onwards, the company became a leading light in the production of ‘platform’
escapements, creating regulators especially for alarm clocks, table clocks and musical watches.

The company, well-known for their specialized knowledge and design vision, owns a large number
of patents on special escapements and supplies many of the most celebrated watchmakers of the
day.

L'Epée 1839 has won many gold awards at International Exhibitions for their timepiece creations.
Throughout the 20th century, L'Epée 1839 cemented its legacy with its carriage clocks. For many,
L'Epée 1839 was the clock of the influential and powerful, supplying an elite clientele, from business
leaders, governments to royal courts.

L'Epée 1839 is now based in Delémont in the Swiss Jura Mountains. Under the guidance of CEO
Arnaud Nicolas, L'Epée 1839 has developed an exceptional table clock collection, encompassing a
range of sophisticated classic carriage clocks, contemporary design clocks and avant-garde
horological intended to shock, evoke and inspire people, not to toe the line.

L’'Epée clocks feature complications including retrograde seconds, power reserve tourbillons and
striking mechanisms — all desighed and manufactured in-house. Kinetic Pieces of Art embedding a
subtle mixt of “form and function” have become a signature of the brand as well as superlative fine
finishing.

At the age of 41, Swiss Entrepreneur
from Neuchatel, Auguste L'Epée
(1798-1875) joined forces with
Pierre-Henri Paur from Geneva to
found the L'Epée Manufacture in
Saint Suzanne Iin the Doubs
department of France. At the time,

the Manufacture produced
horological products and music
boxes.

Keen to enrich its savoir-faire, the
L'Epée Manufacture started producing
platform escapements for prestigious
alarm clocks and carriage clocks
makers. Through its expertise and
patents, the Manufacture won
recognition for its high-quality platform
escapements, placing the company at
the forefront of the horological scene.

The company’'s annual production of

platform escapements gradually
increased over two decades,
culminating at 200,000 platform
escapements in 1889 — it was record

breaking for the time!
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Early 20th century

L'Epée has won a number of gold
awards at International Exhibitions
for major improvements in the
watch making field, at the World
Fairs held in Paris in 1889 and 1900,
in Vienna in 1892, in Hanoi in 1902,
and in America and the United
Kingdom.

During these first few decades, the
L'Epée Manufacture decided to
diversify by producing other
mechanical movements for both
clockmaking (precision instruments,
for example) and associated
industries.
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Stepping into Luxury
Watchmaking

1975 marked a major turning point.
New company directors reoriented
production to focus on the design
and creation of luxury clocks and
carriage clocks.

This one-off creation measures 2.20
m tall and weighs 1.2 tons. Its
mechanical movement alone
weighs 120 kg.

L'Epée 1839 went on to develop a
collection of exceptional desk
clocks, including a sophisticated
range of classic carriage clocks,
contemporary models.

From design to assembly, the clocks
are produced entirely in-house using
internally machined and finished
components thanks to the brand’s
internationally renowned expertise.
